Dear State Chiek Commissionars,

Warm greetings from the National Headquarters!

Your kind attention is invited to NHQ Circular No. 134/2026 dated 25th May 2026 regarding
implementation of approved amendments in the Uniform for the Guide Wing. The aforesaid circular
made reference to the recommendations of the National Programme Committee and National Training
Committee meetings held from 9th to 11th March 2026 and further stated that the National Council, in
its meeting held on 27th November 2022, had accorded approval to the proposed uniform for members
of The Bharat Scouts and Guides.

In this connection, it is hereby informed that the matter pertaining to the proposed change in uniform
was subsequently deliberated upon in detail during the meeting of the National Executive Committee
held on 1st July 2023. During the course of discussion, the proposed uniform, in its present form, was
not found acceptable by the House. The National Executive Committee unanimously resolved that
wider consultations with volunteers and State Associations across the country should be undertaken
before arriving at any final decision regarding implementation of the proposed amendments in the
uniform. The above deliberations clearly indicate that the matter has remained under review and
consultative consideration and had not attained finality for implementation. Consequently, issuance of
NHQ Circular No. 134/2026 dated 25th May 2026 appears to have led to avoidable confusion amongst
State Associations and volunteers with regard to the prevailing status of the uniform policy.

In view of the above and in supersession of the earlier communication, NHQ Circular No. 134/2026
dated 25th May 2026 hereby stands “Withdrawn” with immediate effect until further
notification/orders regarding any amendments in the Uniform for the Guide Wing are issued by the
National Headquarters after due approval of the competent authority. All State Associations are
requested to take note of the above and ensure necessary compliance accordingly.
