Greetings from the Bharat Scouts and Guides, National Headquarters!

The Bharat Scouts and Guides observe World No Tobacco Day every year on 315t May with the
objective of creating awareness among youth and the community about the harmful effects of tobacco
consumption and promoting a tobacco-free lifestyle.

The World Health Organization (WHO) announced the theme for World No Tobacco Day 2026:
“Unmasking the appeal — countering nicotine and tobacco addiction.” The campaign will expose
how the tobacco and nicotine industry continues to reinvent and repackage its products to hook a new
generation, particularly children and adolescents, while evading stronger tobacco control measures
worldwide.

Key Aspects of the 2026 Theme:

* Exposing Industry Tactics: Highlighting how the tobacco and nicotine industry repackages and
promotes its products in ways that appeal to children and young people.

» Strengthening Policies: Advocating for stricter regulations on advertising, marketing, promotion,
and product design to reduce the influence of tobacco and nicotine products on youth.

* Preventing Addiction: Promoting measures to protect children and young people from the harmful
effects of tobacco and nicotine addiction.

As per the report of the World Health Organization, Startling new data reveal the scale of the crisis:
at least 40 million children aged 13—15 globally report current use of at least one tobacco product. Of
these, 20 million smoke cigarettes and 10 million use smokeless (oral/nasal) tobacco. Also, at least
15 million adolescents aged 13—15 years are already using e-cigarettes, and in countries with data,
children are on average nine times more likely than adults to vape.
